Why is YPP not open to nationals of all 
countries?
The YPP is mandated to ensure equitable 
representation of all Member States in the UN 
Secretariat. Therefore, it is available only to 
applicants from countries that are un- or under-  
represented in the UN Secretariat in a particular 
year.

Do I need to have work experience 
to apply?
No, work experience is not required. Relevant work  
experience will be taken into consideration as one 
of the additional screening criteria when more 
than 60 candidates  from the same country apply 
to the same exam subject.

When should I apply?
Apply as soon as the application period opens. 
The application period will be announced on the 
UN Careers Portal.

What is the format of the YPP 
examination?
The exam is administered online. Further details 
on the dates,  times, and structure of the exam will 
be provided for convoked candidates.

What is next if I am successful in the 
YPP examination?
As a successful YPP candidate you will be placed 
on a reserve list of qualified candidates who can 
be selected for available positions across the UN 
over a 3-year period.
