	Nature of the tasks:

	
	Within the 'labour market and lifelong learning' unit and under the responsibility of the team leader for 'Labour Force Survey (LFS) methodology and analysis', the expert will be actively contributing to the redesign of the EU Labour Force Survey (LFS) in the context of the new IESS (Integrated European Social Statistics) Framework Regulation.

In addition to methodological changes, the redesign includes a review of the LFS modules on specific topics (added so far on an ad-hoc basis). The new system of LFS modules will contain 6 regular modules and 2 modules on ad-hoc subjects.
The expert will also be analysing the LFS core and module data in order to write several articles in Statistics Explained.

The main tasks comprise:

· Finalisation of the development of the regular LFS modules
· Contribution to the LFS modules on ad-hoc subjects
· Improvement of the explanatory notes containing definitions and implementation guidelines for all variables of the future LFS
· Answer to methodological questions coming both from data producers (NSIs) and users

· Analysis of the LFS data and writing of Statistics Explained articles

Seniority : candidates must have at least one year seniority with their employer, that means having worked for an eligible employer as described in Art. 1 of the SNE decision on a permanent or contract basis for at least one year before the secondment;

Linguistic skills: thorough knowledge of one of the EU languages and a satisfactory knowledge of another EU language to the extent necessary for the performance of the duties. SNE from a third country must produce evidence of a thorough knowledge of one EU language necessary for the performance of his duties.

	The secondment will be governed by the Commission Decision C(2008)6866 of 12/11/2008 laying down rules on the secondment to the Commission of national experts and national experts in professional training (SNE Decision). This decision is available on http://ec.europa.eu/civil_service/job/sne/index_en.htm.

The SNE will remain employed and remunerated by his/her employer during the secondment. He/she will equally remain covered by the national social security system. 
Unless for cost-free SNE, allowances may be granted by the Commission to SNE fulfilling the conditions provided for in Art. 17 of the SNE decision. 
During the secondment, SNE are subject to confidentiality, loyalty and absence of conflict of interest obligations, as provided for in Art. 6 and 7 of the SNE Decision.

If any document is inexact, incomplete or missing, the application may be cancelled.
Staff posted in a European Union Delegation are required to have a security clearance (up to SECRET UE/EU SECRET level according to Commission Decision (EU, Euratom) 2015/444 of 13 March 2015, OJ L 72, 17.03.2015, p. 53).
