In this context, we wish to highlight that gender equality is a fundamental precondition for inclusive and successful just transitions. Women are at the forefront of critical sectors such as sustainable agriculture, ecosystem conservation, and restoration, and their inclusive and meaningful participation is essential.
We welcome the report’s focus on actionable solutions rooted in human rights, including the transformation of economic models, the guarantee of dignified work and social protection, and the enhancement of international cooperation.
