Mr President,
Slovenia aligns itself with the EU statement.
We thank the Special Rapporteur for the report, which documents how state-sponsored nationalist ideology in the Russian Federation has normalized identity-based discrimination and violence, and how it encourages the systematic violation of human rights. We commend her dedicated work and express our full support for her mandate. 
We are particularly concerned that women and girls, LGBTI persons, Indigenous Peoples, ethnic minorities, migrants and asylum-seekers are increasingly stigmatized, marginalized, and exposed to harassment and violence without access to effective remedies. Furthermore, the systematic arbitrary detention and ill-treatment of political prisoners is a matter of deep concern and constitutes a clear violation of international human rights law. 
This institutionalized discrimination undermines equality, erodes social cohesion, and deepens vulnerability of the most marginalized groups in civil society.
Special Rapporteur, in light of the systemic nature of this ideology, what avenues remain open for the international community to counter such normalization of exclusion and to support those most at risk?
