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Thank you Mr President.

Slovenia aligns itself with the EU statement. We thank the Independent Expert Agbetse for the overview report on the human rights situation in the Central African Republic. 

Slovenia welcomes encouraging progress in justice sector reforms and steps towards combating impunity. We remain concerned by the persistence of fundamental human rights violations, in particular children's rights and conflict-related sexual violence, and breaches of international humanitarian law. MINUSCA's role in preventing and documenting these violations remains vital.

Slovenia reiterates its support to the indispensable work of the Special Criminal Court.  We urge the international community to ensure the Court remains adequately funded and properly staffed.

Slovenia calls the Government of the Central African Republic to hold free, transparent and inclusive combined elections in December.

Implementation of peace instruments remains essential for reconciliation and long-term stabilization. We welcome the Peace agreement reached with the 3R and UPC and their return to the Political Agreement, which must be implemented in good faith.
