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Mr President,
Slovenia aligns itself with the EU statement.
We thank the High Commissioner for his report, which provides a sobering update on the human rights situation in the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea since the 2014 Report of the Commission of Inquiry.
The pervasive system of surveillance, arbitrary detention, and torture entrenches fear and impunity, leaving victims without remedies.
We are especially concerned about persistent discrimination and the disproportionate suffering of women and children. Women remain exposed to gender-based violence and forced labour, while children endure harsh conditions, including forced child labour, lack of adequate food and health care, and education marked by indoctrination rather than learning.
Distinguished Panellists, how can the Council best support accountability and ensure protection for women and children, who remain the most vulnerable to these systemic violations?
