High Commissioner,

Slovenia aligns itself with the EU statement. Slovenia thanks the Fact Finding Mission, the team of international experts and High Commissioner for their valuable reports.

Slovenia condemns in the strongest terms the recent widespread of horrific violence in eastern DRC - as documented by the FFM reporting – by all parties to the conflict, including acts which may constitute war crimes and crimes against humanitiy. 

We are appalled by the brutality of assaults – summary executions, wilful killings, abductions, sexual and gender-based violence, and the recruitment and use of children in armed conflict. We call on all actors to immediately stop atrocities and fully respect their obligations under international humanitarian an international human rights law.

The sustainable and lasting peace in the DRC can only be achieved through genuine dialogue, inclusivity, and the political will of all actors. Slovenia calls on all parties to the Peace Agreement and the Declaration of Principles to demonstrate genuine commitment towards reaching stability.

No true, just and lasting peace has ever been achieved without justice and respect for human rights. Accountability for grave violations is central to the rule of law and to ensuring guarantees of non-repetition. Therefore the COI for the DRC must promptly be fully operational.
