Slovenia aligns with the EU26 statement. We thank the Special Rapporteur for her report and express support to this mandate.

We are appalled by the exceptionally ruthless physical and psychological abuse of Palestinian captives, including children, in Israeli custody as well as through coercive measures outside formal detention. Torture has become integral to punishing men, women and children. Such reported practices raise grave concerns about the respect for fundamental human rights.

The prohibition of torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment is absolute, non-derogable and lies at the core of the international human rights system. Torture under any circumstance is an unacceptable attack on human dignity, negating the bedrock of international human rights law and the obligation of states to protect every individual as a right-holder. 

Slovenia remains unequivocally committed to the protection of all civilians. We continue to stress that ensuring accountability remains key to breaking the decades-long cycle of violence. Human rights violations and abuses in Palestine and Israel must be investigated and perpetrators held to account. Furthermore, we call for compliance with the binding orders of the International Court of Justice and urge all states to act in accordance with its recent Advisory Opinions.

Madam Special Rapporteur,

We join calls that Israel should immediately cease all acts of torture and ill- treatment of Palestinians and give access to ICRC, UN Commission of Inquiry, OHCHR, UN special mechanisms and UN experts and lawyers. 

Can you elaborate further on the treatment of women in detention? What would be your recommendations so as to protect and ensure respect of their rights?
