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Thank you, Special Rapporteur, for the presentation of your report.

Slovenia firmly believes that all forms of violence against women, including violence against mothers, constitute serious human rights violations. 

We are deeply alarmed by the continuum of violence against women and girls across both offline and online spaces, recognizing that technology-facilitated violence is increasingly used to control, intimidate and silence women, including mothers. 

We are particularly concerned about intimate partner violence, which remains one of the most pervasive forms of violence against women globally. 

We are also deeply concerned by violence during pregnancy and postpartum period, which can endanger health and lives of both women and their children.

We support an approach and all efforts to address violence against all women and girls by tackling the root causes of gender inequality and promoting policies that empower women and girls. 

Protecting victims and survivors, especially young mothers, through psychosocial support, education and the elimination of harmful practices, including child, early and forced marriage, remains essential.

We believe that the violence and discrimination are most effectively addressed through the principles of equality, non-discrimination, bodily autonomy and understanding of structural inequalities which influence gender-based violence. 

Ensuring the full enjoyment of sexual and reproductive health and rights is integral to the right to the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health and essential for realisation of equal opportunities in our societies.
