at the
50th Session of the UPR Working Group – Review of Andorra

Mr. President,

Slovenia commends the Government of Andorra for its commitment to the UPR process and the presentation of the national report today.
We welcome Andorra's efforts to ensure the effective implementation of the right to equal treatment and opportunities between men and women. However, we note the absence of a disability perspective in gender-related legislation and policies, as well as the lack of gender perspective in disability legislation and policies.
We remain concern about the limitations that persist regarding women's sexual and reproductive rights, in particular the criminalization of abortion. 
Slovenia recommends that Andorra strengthen awareness-raising aimed at combating stigmatization and discrimination against girls, children with disabilities, LGBTI children, and addressing discriminatory gender stereotypes.
Slovenia notes the legislative amendments adopted in 2024 aimed at strengthening the institution of the Ombudsman and aligning it with the Venice principles. We recommend Andorra to establish a national human rights institution in full compliance with the Paris Principles.
Lastly, Slovenia commends Andorra for the recent signing of the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights and looks forward to its ratification.
