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Statement by
the Republic of Slovenia
at the
50th Session of the UPR Working Group – Review of Belarus

Geneva, 3 November 2025

Mr President, 

Slovenia notes with appreciation the engagement of Belarus in the UPR mechanism.

Slovenia remains gravely concerned over the ongoing gross, systematic and widespread human rights violations, some of which may amount to crimes against humanity, and the closed civic space.

Slovenia acknowledges Belarus' recent releases of several political prisoners. Nevertheless, we recommend the immediate and unconditional release and effective rehabilitation of all those who remain arbitrarily detained, with full respect for their rights.

We also recommend Belarus to ensure absolute prohibition of torture and other ill-treatment, and to bring detention conditions in line with international standards.

Slovenia urges the Belarusian authorities to stop enabling Russia’s illegal, unprovoked and unjustifiable war of aggression against Ukraine, including the safe and immediate return of all deported and transferred Ukrainian children. We urge Belarus to respect its international obligations under international humanitarian and human rights law.
