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Statement by
the Republic of Slovenia
at the
50th Session of the UPR Working Group – Review of Honduras

Geneva, 7 November 2025

Mr. President,

Slovenia commends the delegation of Honduras for the national report, its presentation today and the commitment to the UPR process.

We commend Honduras for its efforts to carry out human rights education and training courses for law enforcement officials and armed forces.  

Slovenia took note of the efforts and measures undertaken by the government to protect human rights defenders and journalists. However, we remain concerned by the killings, attacks, harassment, threats and smear campaigns against journalists and human rights defenders, especially land and environmental defenders. Slovenia would like to recommend to Honduras to strengthen the National Protection Mechanism and to allocate sufficient resources for the effective protection of human rights defenders and journalists.

While we welcome that Government had lifted a ban on access to emergency contraception, we recommend to the government to decriminalize abortion and to ensure safe, legal abortions, particularly in cases where the woman’s life of health is in danger, where the fetus suffers from fatal or severe impairment, or where pregnancy is the result of rape or incest.
