Mr. President,
Slovenia commends the delegation of Mongolia for the comprehensive national report presented today and acknowledges its ongoing commitment to the UPR process.
Slovenia attaches great importance on gender equality and welcomes the progress made by Mongolia in advancing women’s rights. However, Slovenia notes that women continue to be underrepresented in public and political spheres. In this regard, Slovenia recommends Mongolia to consider adopting additional legislative measures and initiatives to promote substantive equality for women, particularly in decision-making and leadership roles, and to .  Improve access to education and healthcare women in rural areas.
Slovenia acknowledges the measures taken by the government of Mongolia to protect children’s rights; however, concerns remain regarding the continued engagement of children in hazardous work, especially in mining and agriculture. Slovenia recommends to Mongolia to intensify efforts to eradicate child labor and to enhance access to quality education for all children, with particular attention to those in nomadic and rural communities.
