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Statement by
the Republic of Slovenia
at the
50th Session of the UPR Working Group – Review of Panama

Geneva, 5 November 2025

Mr. President,

Slovenia commends Panama for their presentation and the commitment to the UPR process.

We commend Panama for its efforts to advance women’s rights, including the implementation of the National Gender Equality Policy, the establishment of the Ministry of Women’s Affairs in 2023 and initiatives promoting women’s economic empowerment and political participation. 

However, we remain concerned about the continued prevalence of domestic and sexual violence affecting women and children, particularly in rural and Indigenous communities. The persistence of child marriage and early pregnancies also remains a challenge.

Slovenia would like to recommend to Panama to guarantee sexual and reproductive health and rights for women and girls and to ensure access to comprehensive sexuality education, contraceptives, and safe abortion, at least when life or health is at risk. 

Slovenia would also like to renew the recommendation to adopt legislation prohibiting discrimination in all its forms, including on the grounds of sexual orientation and gender identity.
