· Ensure that the newly established Royal Commission on Antisemitism and Social Cohesion comprehensively examines the drivers and impacts of antisemitism, including in the context of the Bondi attack, and that its findings are implemented in close consultation with Jewish communities.
· Ensure the effective implementation of the new National Higher Education Code to Prevent and Respond to Gender‑based Violence, including through clear accountability mechanisms, independent oversight, and the meaningful participation of students and staff.
