51th Session of the UPR Working Group – Review of Lebanon

Mr President, 

Slovenia welcomes the delegation of Lebanon. We commend the resilience of Lebanon’s civil society, which remains an essential partner in protecting human rights.

Slovenia notes Lebanon’s steps toward strengthening legal safeguards against torture. Lebanon has not ratified the two Optional Protocols to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, the latter abolishing death penalty. 

Slovenia notes advances in fighting discrimination against women. We recommend Lebanon to adopt comprehensive legal protection against all forms of gender-based violence. We also recommend Lebanon to abolish all punitive laws against LGBTI people and abolish the Kafala system.

We also note the continuing obstacles to accountability for the Beirut port explosion and stress that justice, transparency, and the rule of law are essential to restoring public trust.
