51th Session of the UPR Working Group – Review of Nauru

Mr. President,

Slovenia wishes to commend the delegation of Nauru for the presentation of its national report and for its continued engagement with the Universal Periodic Review process. 

While we welcome steps taken to strengthen national legislation and institutional frameworks,  
we note with concern gaps in the protection of the rights of the child, including the need for stronger safeguards to ensure children’s safety, wellbeing and access to inclusive, quality education and psychosocial support. 

Slovenia recommends to Nauru to further strengthen child-protection systems and fully implement its obligations under the Convention on the Rights of the Child, including through the ratification of the Optional Protocol on the involvement of children in armed conflict.

While we commend the Nauru for the adoption of the national Action Plan for National Gender Equality Policies 2025–2030, we remain concerned by the persistence of violence against women and girls, including access to protection, health, and support services. We encourage Nauru to strengthen measures to prevent and respond to violence against women and girls, including by ensuring comprehensive, accessible, and survivor-centred services, in line with international human rights standards.
