Mr President,

Slovenia wishes to commend the delegation of Nepal for the national report, its presentation today and the commitment to the UPR process.
Slovenia attaches great importance to gender equality and welcomes the progress made by Nepal in advancing women’s rights.
While appreciating Nepal’s efforts aimed at enhancing women’s political participation, Slovenia notes that women continue to be underrepresented in public and political spheres. Slovenia recommends Nepal to consider adopting additional legislative measures and initiatives to promote substantive equality for women, particularly in decision-making and leadership roles. 
Furthermore, Slovenia recommends adopting comprehensive legislation to ensure that all forms of gender-based violence against women are specifically criminalized; including to eliminate statutory limitation to report rape and ensure the availability of specialized services for victims of gender-based violence.
