Mr President,

Slovenia commends Sao Tome and Principe for the national report, its presentation today and the commitment to the UPR process.

We commend Sao Tome and Principe on establishing the Interministerial Commission on Human Rights with the mandate to coordinating the preparation of national reports for international and regional human rights protection mechanisms and monitoring the implementation of their recommendations. We recommend to strengthen efforts to ensure timely submission of national reports to relevant treaty bodies.

We further commend Sao Tome and Principe on the adoption of the Parity Act, setting up gender quotas for election lists and decision-making positions. We recommend continued effort to progress towards 40% of female members of the National Assembly in accordance with the Parity Act, thus further strengthen political representation of women.
