Mr. President,

Slovenia commends the delegation of Georgia for its national report, its presentation delivered today, and its continued commitment to the UPR process. 

We welcome Georgia's adoption of the Law on Environmental Liability, aiming to reduce environmental harm, as well as the approval of the Strategy for Long-Term Low-Emission Development of Georgia. 

While acknowledging these positive steps, Slovenia notes with concern the rising human rights violations in Georgia in recent years and the divergence from its European path.

In this context, we recommend Georgia to repeal the Law on Transparency of Foreign Influence and the Foreign Agents Registration Act, as these laws are incompatible with international human rights standards and negatively affect the freedoms of association and expression. 

Additionally, we recommend Georgia to ensure effective implementation of anti-discrimination and gender equality legislation, including through effective enforcement mechanisms and awareness-raising on legislative provisions.
