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Mr President,

we align ourselves with the EU statement.

Eradication of all forms of violence against women and girls remains strong commitment of Slovenia.   It is not acceptable that in the 21st century violence against women is still the most prevalent form of human rights violations.   Meanwhile, it is important that women and girls, victims of violence, or being at risk to become victims, have the possibility to seek shelter and protection.   Over last two decades, Slovenia has established a network of safe houses and shelters for women and children, victims of domestic violence. 

Madame Special Rapporteur,

I wish to express our appreciation for your report and presentation of obligations, good practices as well as challenges in ensuring shelter and protection to female victims and possible victims of violence. 

In your report, you stress the importance of effective protection orders.  I would like to inform you that since April, Slovenian legislation enables 15 days of immediate restraining orders to perpetrators of domestic violence, which is 5 days longer in comparison with previous 10-day period.   Changes in legislation also enable better cooperation between law enforcement authorities and NGOs, as it enables NGO information to be taken into consideration in police proceedings.

In your report, you point out the problem that states don’t see financing the shelters as obligation but rather as a voluntary commitment.   You also note a lack of integrated approach to protective measures and services.   Can you recall any examples of positive trends in this area?
