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Mr President,

First, let me thank the High Commissioner for his oral report presented earlier today and his engagement on the situation in the Democratic Republic of the Congo so far. Slovenia aligns itself with the statement delivered by the EU and would like to make additional remarks in its national capacity:

We are deeply concerned by the reports on continuation of violence and human rights' violations and abuses in the Kasai province and other parts of the country over the past several months. In particular we deplore summary executions, grave violations committed against children such as killings and recruitment, sexual violence, and attacks on schools, hospitals and other state institutions.
Slovenia would like to remind the Government of Democratic Republic of the Congo of its responsibility to protect its population. Furthermore, we believe that a credible and transparent investigation of all reports of human rights violations and abuses should be carried out and all perpetrators should be held accountable. 

[We join others in the call for an international investigation in the Kasai provinces to complement the national efforts.] We share the view with the High Commissioner that because of the appeared gravity of the human rights violations and abuses and violations of international humanitarian law in the Kasai province, they ought to be of concern of this Council and the whole international community.

Although the Government of the DRC has taken different measures to prevent and address grave violations committed against children, these violations still persist. What steps would you recommend to the government to take to fully implement these measures?
