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Mr President, 

Slovenia thanks the distinguished delegation of Peru for their presentation today and for their dedication to the UPR process.

We wish to recommend to Peru to:

· ensure the implementation of comprehensive sexuality education for women and girls, including information on sexual and reproductive health and rights.

· review its restrictive interpretation of therapeutic abortion and decriminalizing abortion in cases of rape, incest and sever fetal impairment.

· enact legislation that would prohibit discrimination based on sexual orientation and gender identity. 

· consider ratifying the second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR. 

Slovenia attaches great importance to the human rights education. We noted as a positive development the national basic education curriculum, which has incorporated a rights and gender-based approach in schools. 

Slovenia welcomes the adoption of the 2015 Law prohibiting the use of physical and other humiliating punishment against children and adolescents.

We took note of the high level rate of the adolescent pregnancy and maternal mortality in relation to pregnancy and childbirth. Women and girls continue to face obstacles in exercising their sexual and reproductive rights, in particular those whose pregnancy is a result of sexual violence. We encourage Peru to ensure access for women and girls to medical services and information on sexual and reproductive health and rights, in particular for survivors of sexual violence.

We took note of the difficult situation of the human rights defenders, in particular those working on land and environmental issues that continue to be subject of harassment and attacks. We encourage Peru to creating public policy and mechanisms to protect and provide assistance to human rights defenders.
